Jeon Jin Sang Center

Jeon Jin Sang Center is a project started in 1975 by the association of Fraternelle Internationale (AFI) in the slum area of Shi-

Heung area. The rapid development of Korea and urbanization has resulted in poor provision for senior citizens, handicapped,

homebound chronically ill and low income earners in the poor areas of Seoul. The Center’s goal is to help individuals and family

units to remain together, become independent and socially integrated.

The centers scope of work includes:

Social workers (3)

Palliative care at home

Legal assistance

Kindergarten homework school

Scholarships

Support to the old and socially isolated people

Dental care for aids sufferers

The Center is staffed by 14 full time core workers (3 social workers, 1 pharmacist, 3 nurses, 2 doctors, 1 teacher, 1 admin, 1

kitchen co-coordinator and 1 co-coordinator of the volunteers) and a large number of volunteer doctors & specialists, nurses and

teachers aides. Most of the clinic time at the Center itself takes place in the early morning, late evening and on Saturdays. The

daytime is spent on home visits and care in the community. The clinic and the homecare cater for around 800 clients per week.

Since many of the social problems are linked to health problems, the social work is supported by the clinic and vice versa.

Mohyun Hospice

The main and top priority of Mohyun Hospice is the compassionate care of terminally ill Cancer patients and their families. Over
and above home visits to administer medication and other support, the Hospice currently has 19 beds which allow them to take in
a maximum of 17 to 18 patients. However, due to individual patients’ condition and needs, at times it is only possible to admit 14

to 15 patients.

Mohyun Hospice Medical Centre is comprised of three main components. These are the in-patients, the first floor nursing home

where they care for chronic bedridden elderly women and the third section which offers Day Care for local elderly women.

Last year Mohyun hospice saw an increased in the number of inpatients and admissions to the chronic care in the nursing home
section. Electric beds offer tremendous assistance to the hospice patient and caring family by enabling the patient’s position to be

changed either by the patient or by the caregiver without straining their backs— many of the caregivers are elderly spouses.

The hospice is also finding that with the increasing development of the hospice model in Korea, the National Cancer Centre is
demanding more and more feedback from the hospice which the Sisters are finding increasingly difficult to cope with using their
present dated computer.

There are 12 disabled children in Raphael House, located in Chongro. They mostly have multiple handicaps (blind plus others

diseases, mostly nervous and mental disorders).

Subject Children for Admission:

Blind children of the age of 4~15 with auditory, lingual, mental handicap or autism.

Education and Treatment for children of Seoul branch
. Special Cognitive education

. Physical therapy and fostering for seriously ill children
. Swimming lesson — once every week

. Winter camp (once a year)

. Daily walks

. Catholic Mission (Second Thursday of every month)

. Counseling and Promotion for general problems

. Training for teachers
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. Education for children’s mothers. (4 times every year)

The basis of funding required to run Raphael House is from voluntary contributions only.  Apart from the manager, all other
work is donated on a voluntary basis. The cost of running the home is significant with high medical costs, food and shelter, as
well as the ongoing day to day requirements to keep the children in as comfortable a position as is possible. This includes the
provision for other consumables such as clothing, nappies, bedding etc. In 2001, the ANZCCK adopted Raphael House as its

chosen charity.

This Association is a non profit registered organization whose aim is to provide support and funding for treatments of children
with leukemia and childhood blood cancers.

The association started in 2005 providing support for 7 children. 2 of the children have since died and they are now supporting 5
children.

The patients are referred to the Association from the Sungbuk-dong District Office and screened by the group before committing
to supporting their need. The children are all from poor families who cannot afford the treatments. Childhood cancer treatment is
not covered by health insurances or government funding.

A Bone Marrow Transplant costs 80 million KRW and the average cost of treatment for these children per year (excluding BMT)
is around 80 million KRW.

The Association has one full time administrator while all other fund raising activities of www.kidam21004.com are run by a group
of volunteers.

The group on average raises 40 million KRW per annum.
