Six C entury O Id Treasure Destroyed

On Sunday 10 February 2008, Namdaemun, literally meal
Seoul, caught fire and, sadly, despite the efforts of 360 fire -fighters, the 600 year old
gate burned down.

Chae Jong -gi is the suspect charged with destroying Namdaemun or Sungneymun as the
gate as also known (meaning gate of exalted ceremonies). The 69 year old confessed to
police that he set the gate alight because he was angry at the amount of compensation

he received for his house from a construction company that carried out a development
project in 1997. He chose Namdaemun because the security was light.

Namdaemun was started in 1395 and was completed in1398. It served as the main

Southern entrance to the old walled city of Seoul during the Joseon period. It survived

many Chinese and Japanese invasions and, although damaged, survived the Korean war

of 1950-195 3. It was repaired in the early 1960s and de
(as Japanese invasion forces had passed through it in the late 16 century to destroy

Seoul) it was declared National Treasure Number one.
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Namdaemun was the oldest wo oden structure in the country and
heritage will be poorer for its loss.
